EWD COLLECTION OF WOVEN PAPER WALL COVERINGS TO BE LAUNCHED BY KNOLL IN 2004

In January 2004, KnollTextiles will introduce “Woodland”, a stunning collection of 100% woven paper wall coverings created by Elizabeth Whelan Design. Made from the same paper used for the pages of a telephone directory, Woodland is a direct glue product, manufactured at high volume in rolls 54” by 50 yards long (standard commercial length) that easily wraps around corners.  Specifically designed for vertical surfaces, Woodland is ideal for commercial, hospitality, residential and retail applications.


The design concept behind Woodland is what Elizabeth Whelan calls “low tech/hi tech interplay.”  In this instance the designer took an ordinary, utilitarian material used everyday (low tech) and, implementing the very latest technologies of design and manufacture, created a textile of extraordinary quality and warmth.  Nevertheless, this product is very contemporary and the absolute latest in modern design.

Woodland has been ingeniously created by weaving twisted yarns of paper in both the warp and weft direction.   The paper comes direct from the manufacturer in massive rolls that are then sliced like a loaf of bread to customized widths proscribed by the designer.  This produces disks or “pancakes” of paper in strips that are unwound, twisted into yarn and woven.  The result is a highly textured wall covering in two patterns “Paper Shift” a linear weave, and “Shuffle” a twill.   Available in 11 colors, Woodland has a tactile beauty that must be seen and touched
